To prevent the camera from being
damaged by moisture, do not use or store
the camera in very humid environments,
such as in rain or near bodies of water.

Do not use or store the camera in dusty
places or on a beach to prevent dust or
sand from entering the camera, causing
possible damage to it.

Do not use or store the camera in a hot
environment or under direct sunlight.

Do not use or store the camera near a
powerful magnetic field, for example near
a magnet or transformer.

Avoid touching the lens of the camera.
Do not expose the camera to direct
sunlight for a long period time.
